The second meeting will be held on Thursday, June 10th, 2010 @ 7:30 P.M. at the Scout Barn and must be attended by ALL Scouts and Leaders attending Camp Wak regardless of age or experience. All MEDICAL FORMS MUST BE COMPLETED FOR THIS MEETING!

All Adults of 40 must have a physical every year; all scouts must have a physical as well.

Departure:

We will meet at the Scout Barn on Sunday, July 4, 2010 @ 6:30 A.M.  SHARP! We will leave the Barn @ 7:00 A.M. SHARP!
Return:

We will return to the Scout Barn on Saturday July 10th, 2010 in the mid to late afternoon.  We will pass a cell phone around the cars when we get about 1 hour from Cranbury so that the Scouts can call their parents with a more specific arrival time.

Transportation:  

We will have some adult leaders at Camp who will drive each way but we need additional drivers.

Scout Trailer:  

If you have a vehicle, which can tow the Scout Trailer, please contact Tim Brennan.  We need volunteers.  You can drive the trailer up on Sunday and return home, stay a night or the week. some Scouts from trying.  Cell phones, however, are prohibited at Camp Wak and no Scout in Troop 52 is permitted to bring a cell phone to Camp.  Gameboys, iPods, or similar electronics are OK for the drive up/back, and in the Troop Campsite itself, but cannot be worn/used/played outside of our Troop Camp Site or they will be confiscated by the Camp Staff.  Any electronic device such as a portable radio or CD player that can be heard by someone other then the user (i.e.-some device without headphones) is not permitted in the Troop Camp Site or at Camp Wak.
